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Funerals and Memorials

Process

1. Jones Memorial United Methodist Church’s (the “Church”) office should be notified at (415) 921-7653 immediately upon the death of a member of the congregation.  If the office is closed, please call Lay Minister, Robert Williams at (510) 782-5350. The Pastor or Lay Minister should be invited to go to the mortuary with you to assist in any way.

2. Plans for the service are to be made in consultation with the family and mortuary, and with approval of the Pastor. The preferred day for services is Thursday.

3. If the service is to be held at the Church and the family desires it to be led by anyone other than the Pastor of Jones Memorial United Methodist Church, it must be done with the consent of the Pastor.  The family should request that the visiting minister call the Pastor of the Church as soon as arrangements are being made.

4. Date, time, and use of the facility are to be made in consultation with the Church Office and subject to approval of the Pastor.  Musicians, ushers, and stewardesses will be notified about the service by the Church.

5. Viewing is done before the service begins.  The casket is closed prior to the processional and remains closed throughout the service and thereafter.  (Reference:  United Methodist Book of Worship).

6. Repast immediately following the service.

Costs

Costs for Members of the Congregation
1. There is no cost for the use of the facility for members of the congregation or their immediate family (i.e. husband, wife, mother, father, or dependent children.)

2. For the repast, the church will serve cookies, coffee, tea, and punch.

3. Repast Options:
a. Family may take responsibility for the repast.
1. Responsible for food, serving, cleanup.

b. The Family can have the repast catered. The church will donate $100 towards the repast if catered.
